• Renew current IGSA for two additional calendar 
years 

–Current IGSA expires 8 December, 2022
–Renew IGSA through end of December, 2027

• This IGSA benefits the Navy and St Mary’s County
–Strengthens the bond between NAS PAX and St. 

Mary’s County
–Develops a culture of mutual support
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10 U.S. Code § 2679: 
(1)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law governing the award of Federal Government contracts for goods and 

services, the Secretary concerned may enter into an intergovernmental support agreement, on a sole source basis, with 
a State or local government to provide, receive, or share installation-support services if the Secretary determines that 
the agreement will serve the best interests of the department by enhancing mission effectiveness or creating 
efficiencies or economies of scale, including by reducing costs.

(2)  An intergovernmental support agreement under paragraph (1)—
(A) may be for a term not to exceed ten years; and
(B) may use, for installation-support services provided by a State or local government, wage grades normally paid by 

that State or local government.

(3)  An intergovernmental support agreement under paragraph (1) may only be used when the Secretary concerned or the 
State or local government, as the case may be, providing the installation-support services already provides such 
services for its own use.

(4) Any contract for the provision of installation-support services awarded by the Federal Government or a State or local 
government pursuant to an intergovernmental support agreement provided in subsection (a) shall be awarded on a 
competitive basis.

CNIC Memo of 06 Jun 2019: 
Increases threshold amounts at Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC) Headquarters (HQ), Regions and 
Installations as follows: 

a. CNIC HQ Commander may authorize and approve IGSAs up to $5,000,000 per year.
b. CNIC Region Commanders may authorize and approve IGSAs up to $2,000,000 per year
c. CNIC Installation Commanding Officers (CO) may authorize and approve IGSAs up to $1M per year.
